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Music: Throughout the term, children will focus on melodies and scales.  Children will be exposed to a variety of different styles of music. They will develop an understanding of how mood can be created with music. The children will learn how to arrange different aspects of music to create different effects.





Spanish: In Spanish we will continue to build on our knowledge of greetings, colours, numbers, simple phrases and sentences; using games, songs, books and other resources.





Science: To begin with, we will be looking at the digestive system of animals.  We will also look at teeth, both their structure and function.  Lastly we will look at food chains and interactions between animals.  After half term will focus on sound.  We will explore how sound is made and travels, and how we can change the pitch and volume of a sound.  We will also explore how the ear registers sound.  We will then investigate sound waves whilst improving our skills in designing a fair test.  





PE: This term we will focus on hockey and gymnastics throughout the term. We will improve on the skills required for these topics. We will also be taking part on in a gymnastics festival as well as a competition for those more confident gymnasts.





Art: This term our art work will be inspired by Paul Klee.  This will link to our work in other subjects and our inspiration will be drawn from these influences.  Our art work will be celebrated by a display during the term.





RE: This term we will be investigating PILGRIMAGES within different religions – understanding how this journey is part of the way a variety of religions choose to worship. There will then be a focus on Easter towards the end of the term.





Numeracy: We shall be following the National Curriculum at the appropriate level for each child. Children will revisit place value, ordering, estimating and rounding and will be extended as required.


Children will extend their written and mental methods of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


They will develop their understanding of measures, including length.


Children will be collecting and handling data within a real life setting.  We will use all four operations and use formal and informal methods of computation and use these skills to solve problems involving real life situations.


Children will look at properties of numbers and number sequences.





ICT: Our work this term we will be focussing on online communication and how to stay safe whilst being online.  We will also be looking at computer programming and how it can be used in different applications.  We will be looking at digital images and gain a better understanding of how to use and format digital images.  We will also continue to focus and develop skills already learnt.





Geog/History: In Geography we will be undertaking a topic called Awesome Exploration.  We will be looking at global geography and exploring such features as continents, countries, the equator and tropics.  We will be investigating three contrasting places in the Northern Hemisphere; Totnes, Churchill in Canada and Chamonix in France, and be exploring how their global location is a major influence on their climate.





Literacy: For the first half term we will be looking at diaries and then stories from other cultures.  These will be closely linked to our Geography Project entitled Awesome Exploration!  The children will write their own stories that utilise those features of stories from other cultures.  After half term, we will explore Persuasive writing.  We will also be looking at poetry, exploring how the language we use can create powerful images for the reader.
