	LITERACY

Our class reader is the thrilling, real-life action and adventure story, “Viking Boy” by Tony Bradman! This exciting text will be the inspiration for classroom discussions in addition to our writing. We will begin the year by working on creative writing, based in a historical context. This will allow our imaginations to run wild whilst being harnessed in historical topic learning. We will then transition to a non-fiction writing later in the term through instructional writing. Tying in with our Vikings topic we will also explore writing and performing poetry in the style of old Norse poetry and discover how this has helped to inform the language we use today! 
	SCIENCE
We will begin the year with the science topic of electricity. Our focus scientist will be Tesla and focus job will be an electrical engineer. We will challenge ourselves to explore circuits, draw diagrams and recognise symbols. We will extend this learning to investigate different circuits and what happens when we change from parallel to series and how the number of cells, buzzers and light-bulbs affects the power. We will then move onto the science topic light with our focus scientist Thomas Edison and focus job being an optometrist. We will investigate how light travels, how it reflects and refracts and ensure we carry out fair tests.
	MATHEMATICS

We will start by consolidating our understanding of place value, the value of digits in numbers up to 1000,000 and to 3 decimal places. We will be learning to identify how numbers (including large numbers and decimals) are linked and how they can be represented visually and with manipulatives. After this we will move onto consolidating our understanding of the four operations. We will use a written method of calculation for all four operations accurately and check for mistakes. We will learn to identify the calculations needed to solve one-step and two-step word problems. These skills will allow us to start to reason and problem solve across a range of mathematical concepts.

	Computing and Spanish
The children will be learning to apply their skills on using the computer across the curriculum in the following areas; research, communication, modelling and simulation and control and sensing. A specific project will involve planning a fantasy story based around Redwall and creating an animation based upon it using the “I can animate!” on the ipads. We will also be learning about esafety and the importance of keeping ourselves and others safe online.

We will continue our Spanish learning using the teaching resource “Speakee” using a range of video clips; songs and games.
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AUTUMN TERM OVERVIEW

We will be focussing on healthy diets and tying this into our topic work. We will be designing and cooking a Viking dish but giving it a twist to make it as healthy as possible in order to continue to promote a healthy lifestyle. We will also research Viking artefacts and select one to design and make. Our DT will link to our Forest school work wherein we will be thinking about building Viking houses and cooking Viking food on a fire. We will use weapons made in DT to help us to re-enact famous Viking battles.

To promote healthy mental and physical well-being the children will be having a physical education slot every day. This will give them the opportunity to explore a range of sporting pursuits and enhance their fitness levels. 

Later in the term the children will start doing a dance sequence. Both learning choreographed moves and improvising their own. They will learn the importance of sequencing, shapes and movement patterns.
	

	HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY

These subjects will be crucial to our topic learning this term. We will work chronologically through the Viking’s movements, making Geographical links. We will consider Viking life in Scandinavia, exploring the Norsemen; Viking Gods; farming life; towns and houses; food; crafts; trade and religion to have a fully immersive understanding of Viking life. Our historical exploration will culminate with the battle of Stamford Bridge. 

	R.E
This term the children will be learning about Judaism and the people, stories and traditions which influence its beliefs and values. They will look at the variety of practices in Judaism and understand how these stem from, and are closely connected to, beliefs and teachings.
	ART & MUSIC 
The children will design and draw a Viking version of themselves using photos. They will also design and make Viking shields which can be used in re-enactments. In addition to this the children will design longships and create their own Viking axes. In music they will listen and respond to Viking saga songs and compose a piece to accompany a video of a battle re-enactment.
