	LITERACY

We are beginning the year with a focus on different genres; through this we will learn about adventure stories! We will consider the different components of adventure stories and the different characters and setting they could entail. This will allow us to explore ambitious language and a variety of sentence structures. With our Rainforest topic in mind, we will move onto persuasive writing: exploring a range of persuasive texts before writing our own persuasive letters about climate change. Later in the term we will be looking at poetry and writing our own poems, drawing inspiration from the beauty and fierce climate of the Rainforest, in addition to our beautiful new guided reading books. The children will also partake in discussions and debates focussing on our topic question.
	SCIENCE
Our Science this term will link with our topic as we will learn about animal classifications, looking at the discoveries of Aristotle. We will learn about invasive species and their effect on the indigenous animals in addition to the function of micro-organisms: what they are, where they exist and how they function.
	MATHEMATICS

We will be learning to identify how numbers (including large numbers and decimals) are linked by place value, use a written method of calculation for all four operations accurately and check for mistakes, find fractions of a whole and interpret decimal numbers and percentages, gather data from a table, bar chart or line graph, draw and measure straight lines and angles accurately, name common 2-D shapes and 3-D solids and identify and use their properties, use coordinates and complete shapes on a grid, draw lines of symmetry on shapes and complete shapes which have symmetry and identify the calculations needed to solve one-step and two-step word problems.

	Computing
The children will be learning to apply their skills on using the computer across the curriculum in the following areas; research, communication, modelling and simulation and control and sensing. We are going to be creating our own films using the Julianne Koepcke story of survival and using imovie on the ipads. This will give the children the opportunity to edit their films and add visual and audio effects.  We will also be learning about esafety and the importance of keeping ourselves and others safe online.
	P.E

This term Y6 will be learning the skills and tactics needed in invasion games and the focus will be Netball and Hockey.
Later in the term the children will start doing a dance sequence. Both learning choreographed moves and improvising their own. They will learn the importance of sequencing, shapes and movement patterns.

	D.T
The children will be combining maths and DT to budget for and design models of houses. These will be three dimensional and measured to scale. Later in the term the children will be researching and developing environmentally friendly products which are fit for purpose and aimed at specific individuals or groups based upon customer research. They will also create dioramas, using their knowledge of the animals and layers of the rainforest.

	HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY

Our topic invites a huge amount of physical and human geography: the children will be using atlases, globes and google earth to locate the different rainforests, discovering why they exist in that area and what distinctive climate creates their habitat. Children will learn about biomes and ecosystems with specific reference to the rainforest as well as the changing habitats within the different layers of the rainforest and how these are being threatened.

	R.E
This term the children will be learning about Judaism and the people, stories and traditions which influence its beliefs and values. They will look at the variety of practices in Judaism and understand how these stem from, and are closely connected to, beliefs and teachings.
	ART & MUSIC 
The children will do some art based upon the workings of Henri Rousseau: hiding rainforest animals in plain sight. Our music focus will rainforest music, the children will listen and respond to tribal chants, recreate music using percussion and create soundscapes of the rainforest habitat.
