	LITERACY

We are beginning the year with a focus on authors, different genres and ghost stories, where the children will write their own stories based on a spooky setting in Totnes. 
Next, our class reader will be Harry Potter & the Philosopher’s Stone. We will be taking this, along with our topic of “Could a Harry Potter-type world exist?” as our inspiration to write presentations about new wizard snacks we have designed, balanced arguments and flash backs.

	SCIENCE
Our Science this term will link with our spooky ghost stories theme as we investigate light, how we see and how shadows can be changed.
Later on in the term we will be learning about animals including humans and looking in detail at our bodies including: the circulatory system, the lungs and how to keep healthy.
	MATHEMATICS

We will be learning to identify how numbers (including large numbers and decimals) are linked by place value, use a written method of calculation for all four operations accurately and check for mistakes, find fractions of a whole and interpret decimal numbers and percentages, gather data from a table, bar chart or line graph, draw and measure straight lines and angles accurately, name common 2-D shapes and 3-D solids and identify and use their properties, use coordinates and complete shapes on a grid, draw lines of symmetry on shapes and complete shapes which have symmetry and identify the calculations needed to solve one-step and two-step word problems.

	Computing
