	Literacy

During this term we will be looking at fiction, non-fiction and poetry.  We will be making up our own stories, using patterns and ideas from other books we have read.  It helps if the children have a rich reading experience so please keep reading those bedtime stories!  The non-fiction work will focus on information books linked to our topic about homes and castles.  We will write about our trip to Bygones and make information for our own class museum.  The children will continue to learn high frequency words and will be given reading books each week.  There will continue to be a drive towards ensuring the children use the correct letter formation when handwriting.
	Science

In science this term the children will be thinking about materials, learning the properties of materials and which materials were used to build different things. This will be linked to our D&T work. We will also investigate forces and magnets. We will explore which materials are magnetic and why this makes them useful for certain household objects.
	Numeracy

The children will work on comparing and ordering the numbers to 100, with an emphasis on investigating the tens and units values of the digits. They will focus on improving their mental calculation strategies when solving addition and subtraction problems and will compare and measure lengths using centimetres and metres. They will learn about the properties of 2D shapes, time and solve money problems.

Our focus this term will be on Christianity. The children will be talking about good news and the good news that Christians say Jesus brings. Towards the end of the term we will look at the Christmas story and why Christmas matters to Christians.

	Music

In music the children will explore moving and playing to a steady beat and will learn to control tempo. Children will continue their learning of the dimensions of music and will focus on ‘pitch’ and ‘duration’.

	ICT

The children will work on word processing this term, learning how to create, improve, save and print their written work. They will also use graphic programs, such as colour magic, to create pictures and patterns. Throughout the year ICT will be integrated into all of the children’s learning across the curriculum.
	Art

We will be inspired by architecture and will be looking at the importance of line and shadow. We are excited about our themed week which will focus on 3D pieces.  We will be working both independently and collaboratively to create a class finished piece, with an emphasis on texture and form.

In dance we will use music, poetry, and objects as a stimulus for the children to develop their own dances around the theme of comedy.  In gym the children will work on developing apparatus skills.   The children will investigate transferring their weight from one body part to another.  They will explore basic gymnastic actions on the floor and using apparatus.  They will also explore how to link these movements together to create simple sequences.



	Geography & History

In Geography we will learn about our local area.  We will look at maps to find our route to Bygones and make our own maps of our route to school.  In History we will learn about how homes have changed.  Our trip to Bygones will show us what homes were like in Victorian times and the 1950s.  We will think about our own homes when they were built.  If anyone has any ‘artefacts’ for our own class museum, we would be very grateful.
