Computing and the Internet Policy

AIMS

· To enable children to become autonomous, independent users of ICT, gaining confidence and enjoyment from their ICT activities.

· To provide a relevant, challenging and enjoyable curriculum for computing for all pupils.

· To use ICT as a tool to support and enhance teaching, learning and management across the curriculum.

· To develop a whole school approach to computing ensuring continuity and progression in all strands of the Computing National Curriculum.

· To respond to new developments in technology.

· To ensure ICT is used, when appropriate, to improve access to learning for pupils with a diverse range of individual needs, including those with SEN and disabilities.

· To provide children with opportunities to develop their ICT capabilities in all areas of the curriculum. 
· To use ICT for effective and appropriate communication.  In particular, the safe use of social media will be taught to Key Stage 2 children using the eSchools platform.
· To maximise the use of ICT for effective and appropriate communication, including developing and maintaining links between other schools, the local community, parents and other agencies.  

· To ensure e-safety and internet safety at all times

Agreed Procedure

In order to fulfil the above aims it is necessary for us to ensure:

· a continuity of experience throughout the school both within and among year groups

· the systematic progression through all key stages 
· In Reception computing is taught in accordance with the Early Years Foundation Stage curriculum and guidance.  Pupils have opportunities to use a range of equipment to support their learning in all curriculum areas.  They also learn about how ICT is used in the wider world
· that all children have access to a range of ICT resources

· that ICT experiences are focussed to enhance learning

· that cross curricular links are exploited where appropriate

· that children’s experiences are monitored and evaluated using yearly assessment sheets
· that resources are used to their full extent

· that staff skills and knowledge are kept up to date

· that ICT is assessed to ensure progress is made

· ICT is assessable to all children; specialized resources are borrowed when necessary

· SIM’s will be used to store information to be used by designated people

· Yearly reports are made to the governors on the progress of English provision and to our Computing Link Governor.

· That children have safe and secure filtered access to the internet.
· The school regularly ensures virus software is updated.
· The school will regularly update the Acceptable Use Policy.
· Provide home school links through eSchools.

Internet Safety Policy

Introduction

The school recognises the unique contribution that the Internet can make to children’s learning and believes that use of the Internet is a valuable skill.  Internet access is planned to enrich and extend learning activities throughout the curriculum.  This policy sets out the positive steps that the school is using to deal with the risk of children accessing unsuitable materials while online.  

Steps we take to protect children in school

1. Children may only use the Internet for specific guided activities.  In Key Stage 2, children are encouraged to take more responsibility using the Internet in a safe and productive manner.  

2. Access to the Internet is provided through a filtered service.  All children’s use of the Internet is supervised by an adult.

3. Use of the Internet is a planned activity.  Aimless surfing is not allowed. 

4. Websites are previewed by teachers and revisited to ensure that they are suitable for children’s curriculum needs and ability levels.

5. Search engines are used selectively.  Teachers will choose the search engine and topic and discuss sensible search words which have been tried out beforehand.

6. Use of e-mail is a planned activity.  Any messages sent and received are supervised by the teacher.  

7. Children are taught to be Internet Wise as part of their learning in PSHE.  Children are made aware of Internet Safety Rules and teachers discuss Internet safety issues with children as part of their teaching on the responsible use of the school computer systems.  All children are taught that if they see an unacceptable image on a computer screen, they must turn the screen off and report immediately to a member of staff.  
The school believes that access to the Internet at school is a privilege and not a right.  Therefore, there are responsibilities for all involved.  Users who use the Internet inappropriately may lose access to the network or Internet and parents will be informed.
School Website

On our school website:

· Photographs of children will not be published to the website without parental permission.

· Any images of children will not be labelled with their name.

· Children and teachers will not reveal their personal details, home addresses or telephone numbers on the website.

· Website links selected by teachers may be put on the website for pupils to access outside of school.  Sites will be previewed and checked regularly.

Review

This policy will be reviewed every three years or according to the School Improvement Plan.
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
