	Literacy
Our non-fiction will focus on writing fact files about sea creatures and a recount of our visit to Goodrington. We will be writing wanted posters for pirates and quest stories.  We will be focusing on punctuation, handwriting, verbs in the past tense and high frequency spellings. The children will be learning poems and songs about the sea. We will focus on a range of poetic styles including the Japanese Haiku and attempt to write some of our own too.
	Science

This term we will be exploring sea life, animals and their habitats. We will be going on a trip to Goodrington beach where we will identify different creatures in their habitat and we will go on a rockpool adventure. We will be exploring the topical issue of plastic waste in the ocean and how this impacts our sea life. We will learn about the famous scientist Sylvia Earle and her work as an oceanographer and aquanaut.
	Numeracy

The children will work on comparing and ordering the numbers to 100, with an emphasis on investigating the tens and units values of the digits. They will focus on improving their mental calculation strategies when solving addition and subtraction problems and will compare and measure lengths using centimetres and metres. They will learn about the properties of 2D shapes, time and solve money problems.


	R.E.

The children will be learning about Judaism and what it means to be Jewish. We will do this through exploring special objects/food, stories and songs.
After half term we will start thinking about why Easter is important to Christians.
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	Music

We will be learning songs about the sea and use percussion instruments to create our own sea music in groups. We will also explore different song genres and the children will learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch.

	ICT

Our ICT learning will be linked to our topic this term as we will use i-pads to research the marine environment, the habitat and global environmental challenges. We will use the Bee-Bots to try some coding and see if we can guide the robot to the treasure.
	Art

Initially we will be focussing on developing observational drawing and painting skills and techniques. We will investigate patterns and collage, including printing with found materials.   We will be inspired by sand sculptures and have a go at creating our own on our trip to the beach. Then we will create collages using materials found on the seashore.
	P.E.

In Gymnastics the children will learn how to use their bodies to make different shapes and how to travel in different ways. They will then combine these skills to create and perform sequences of actions, first on the floor and then on apparatus. In Dance we will use music as a stimulus and the children will collaborate to create dances.  In Games we will work with balls, developing throwing, catching and kicking skills and applying these skills in simple competitive games.

	Geography & History

In Geography we will be exploring seaside features. We will learn about compass directions and weather patterns.  We will also be looking at the impact of human waste on the sea. We will be looking at the coastline and learning about our local area. 
In History we will look at changes within living memory in relation to the seaside. We will investigate significant historical events in relation to the explorer Sir Francis Drake,
	D.T.

We will be investigating materials, especially plastic, learning about the advantages it offers us and the disadvantages it has for the environment.  We will design, make and evaluate a sea creature made from recycled plastic.
	

	
	
	Spanish

In Spanish we will continue to build on our knowledge of greetings, colours, numbers, simple phrases and sentences; using games, songs, books and other resources.
