	Literacy

The children will study fiction, non-fiction and poetry texts linked to our topic.  They will be encouraged to learn some poetry by heart and use texts to structure their own writing.  They will regularly read and write in small, adult-led groups, focusing on their next steps.  Our guided reading groups will take place on Tuesdays this term.  Please make sure children bring their books and reading records in school each day.  Year 1 children will continue with their phonics, learning about spelling patterns and different ways of spelling the same sounds.  Year 2 children will focus on spelling and grammar.  Year 2 children will begin to join their letters.
	Science

In Science the children will learn about animals and humans.  They are going to find out about basic needs for survival and learn about keeping healthy, including the importance of healthy eating, exercise and hygiene.  The children will learn about the differences between things that are living, dead and things that have never been alive.  We will also explore forces and the children will have the opportunity to experience this concept through different areas of the curriculum and specifically as the focus for the Dome which will be in school this term.  
	Numeracy

The children will focus on 2d and 3d shape at the beginning of term.  Next they will focus on multiplication and division. Then they will learn about measures, including length, height, mass and capacity.  Towards the end of term the children will learn about fractions.   

	R.E.

The children will be exploring the theme Why are some times special? And thinking about different celebrations, including birthdays, baptism and marriage ceremonies. As part of the study of Christianity the children will be visiting a local church. 
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	Music

The children will explore ways of using their voices expressively; developing their singing skills, performing actions, and creating an expressive story. We will also be developing a steady beat and an understanding of notation, pitch through movement, voices and instruments.

	ICT

The children will begin to develop word processing skills this term, learning how to create, improve, save and print their written work. They will also use graphic programs, such as Colour magic, to create and save pictures and patterns.  We will learn to take photographs using the I-pads and edit them with support.
	Art

The children will investigate optical illusions and photography this term.  They will use the I-pads to create their own optical illusion photograph.
	P.E.

The children will continue to follow the ‘Leap into Life’ scheme, which develops fundamental movement skills through daily movement sessions.  This term we will focus on gymnastics.  We will use the large apparatus each Wednesday, so please ensure your child has their P.E. kit in school.      

	
	
	Forest School

The children will have weekly Forest School sessions that will take place on Tuesdays.  Please make sure children have their kit so they can enjoy this whatever the weather.  

	Geography
In Geography the children will learn to name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans.  They will learn about the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom.  They will use maps, atlases and globes to identify these places.   They will use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and locational and directional language [for example, near and far; left and right], to describe features and routes on a map. 
	D.T.

The children will be designing and making masks and vehicles related to our Superhero theme.  They will explore how axels work.  They will select and use tools and materials.  They will evaluate their products and consider how they could be improved.  


	

	
	
	Spanish

In Spanish we will continue to build on our knowledge of greetings, colours, numbers, simple phrases and sentences; using games, songs, books and other resources. Our key focus will be on food, shopping and travel.
