We will begin by looking at states of matter.  Children will be involved in planning and carrying out their own investigations, looking at the behaviour of different materials.  After half term we will then be looking at digestion.  We will begin by investigating the human body and how it works.  We will then investigate various aspects of the body whilst improving our skills in designing a fair test.











Music


In the first half of the term, we will be exploring rhythmic patterns.  Children will be involved in playing different rhythms on instruments.  They will be involved in composing and performing their own music using the skills taught.


After half term, we will learn about arrangements.  Children will learn how to arrange different aspects of music to create different effects.





Literacy


For the first half term, we will use our History topic to focus on information texts.  After that we will look at descriptive writing. After half term, the children will explore stories with imaginary settings and then have a go at writing their own. Towards the end of the term, the children will have the opportunity to write their own plays, supported by our own wonderful Christmas production! 











Art


This term our art work will be inspired by the topic of journeys.  We will take inspiration from common themes and then produce a personalised piece of artwork that reflects part of our personality.  








Geography and History


Our History topic is on the Roman Empire – what life was like then and the legacy they left us.  There will be a focus on daily life as a Roman and we will investigate what made them such a progressive society.  We will examine some of their inventions and the extent to which their impact spread across northern Europe.  Children will also investigate an aspect of particular interest to them.  
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P.E 


Outdoor P.E. will be Hi Five netball.  We will learn the rules and develop the skills required to play competitive games.


Indoor PE is Dance and Gymnastics. Our Dance will support our Christmas Production.





Design Technology


Our DT topic this term is based on moving mechanisms.  We will have great fun creating Christmas cards that have moving parts!  Children will be involved in initial research and before designing and creating their own moving Christmas card. 





Numeracy


We shall be following the numeracy curriculum at the appropriate level for each child. 


Children will re-visit place value, ordering, estimating and rounding and will be extended as required.  They will develop their understanding of measures, including length. Children will be collecting and handling data within a real life setting.  We will use all four operations and use formal and informal methods of computation and use these skills to solve problems involving real life situations.  Children will look at properties of numbers and number sequences, reasoning about numbers.





RE


We will be focusing on the religions of Christianity and Islam this term. Children will be learning about inspirational people from these religions and thereby gain an understanding of different faiths.  They will understand how important it is to respect the beliefs of others.





Computing


Our work for the first half term will focus on video production and using green screens.  In the second half of the term we will be learning about online communication and e-safety.
