	Literacy
Much of our literacy focus for the term will draw on our Moor to Sea Topic. To begin the term, we will be learning about and writing our own myths set on Dartmoor. Following on from that, we will be writing non-fiction pieces including a survival guide, and persuasive letters with the aim of reducing the amount of single-use plastics is school. 
	Maths
Whilst SATs preparation will be a key focus for Year 6, the Year 5s will continue to master their understanding of the number system. and calculation strategies - and applying it in different contexts. We will also revisit fractions. factors, multiples and prime numbers, before moving on to position, the properties of shape and measures 
	Science

We have two science topics this term. The first – Living things and their habitats – will see the children learning about life cycles, food chains and reproduction. Before the summer, we will also be looking at Materials and their properties, where we will learn about solids liquids and gases, and changing states.

	Spanish
Spanish lessons will continue throughout the term. We are using a scheme which teaches a range of vocabulary and conversational Spanish through a wide range of entertaining songs, games and role plays. We aim to become more confident using a foreign language, with good pronunciation!
	

	Geography/History

History and Geography is connected to our Moor to Sea topic. We will be learning about the physical features of moor, rivers and coast, and some of the human factors concerned with this landscape. We will also look at how humans have used this landscape through time, from the Neolithic hut circles on Dartmoor to more modern settlements.

	P.E.

Our PE focus for the term is athletics. The children will be practising and developing skills across a range of activities including: running, jumping and throwing.
	R.E

Our RE topic for this term is called “It matters to me it matters to others.” The children will continue to develop their understanding of their own, and others beliefs and faith and the importance of accepting different viewpoints.
	Art

In art our main focus will be the use of textiles. The children will be designing and then creating a Dartmoor landscape using sewing techniques to make a textile tapestry wall-hanging.

	Computing
The children will continue to develop skills using a wide range of software and programmes including spreadsheets, and word processing. There will also be a more defined focus on learning more advanced coding skills.
	Design and Technology
In DT, the focus is cooking and, in particular, pastry. The children will be making a range of pastries including sweet, and savoury short cut pastry, before researching recipes and designing and cooking their own Devon pasties!
	Music

This term we will be listening to and becoming more familiar with folk music connected to Dartmoor. Then, using this as inspiration, we will be composing out own soundtracks to try and capture the mysticism and mystery of the moor.
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
