	Literacy
This term in literacy we are learning about myths and legends, especially connected with local Devon myths!  We will also look at poetry and write our own poems based on our Forest School work.  After half term in non-fiction work the children will be writing a persuasive brochure about where we live. We will also work on reading all of the above mentioned text types. There will be a focus on spelling, where the children will learn to spell high and medium frequency words, words with a range of prefixes and suffixes and some more complex unfamiliar words. 
	Numeracy
In numeracy this term we will be working with 3 and 4 -digit numbers. The children will extend and apply their knowledge of addition and subtraction and will also consolidate their understanding of multiplication and division, including work on the multiplication tables. The children will learn how to organise and interpret data in frequency tables and bar charts. We will measure and compare lengths in metres and centimetres, including work on using decimal notation to record lengths. There will be a focus on problem solving and on applying the understanding of mathematics in real situations including work on telling the time.
	Science

Part of our learning in science will be covered in our ‘Gardening for Health’ sessions this term. Our first project in science this term is plants, looking at their structure and function, what photosynthesis is, as well as water transportation, soil nutrients needed and seed dispersal.  Our second topic will be on light.  We’ll be answering such questions, where does it come from?  How does it travel?  How fast does it travel?  How are shadows made?  It will also lead on to an exploration of our universe.

	Spanish
We will continue with our Spanish lessons this term, using games, songs and a wide range of paired work and group activities to continue to learn vocabulary and phrases set in real contexts.  There will be an emphasis on speaking in Spanish and on developing a good Spanish accent.  We will investigate aspects of Spanish culture and ways of life and will continue to learn about Spain as a country.
	

	Geography/History

The historical and geographical aspects of the curriculum will both be taught through our class project, ‘Devon Detectives,’ We will begin by learning about the world, continents, countries and finally locating where we live. Then we will look closely at where we live and investigate what it is like on Dartmoor and around Totnes, as well as in the town. We will find out about exciting things that have happened where we live.

	P.E.

In athletics they will be taught different throwing, jumping, running and hurdling techniques and will challenge themselves to beat their personal best as well as competing with others.
	R.E

We will investigate a range of signs and symbols and what they mean for those who use them, within the contexts of Christianity and Hinduism. The children will explore examples of symbolic language, helping them to gain a deeper understanding of some religious concepts.
	Art

Our work in art will use inspiration from local landscapes, such as Dartmoor and town images of Totnes, which we will recreate through a range of media. We will also explore artistic techniques through our Forest School sessions.

	Computing
Our work in computing at the beginning of the term will be linked with our topic work, with a focus on research; using the internet and developing map skills on computers. Later in the term the children will be taking photographs and videos as we explore where we live, on Dartmoor and in the local area. We will then try to recreate these pictures using a graphics package, looking at colour. 
	Design and Technology
To begin with, as part of our topic work children will be looking at buildings in the local area.  They will use their findings as they work on their pictures and models in our art lessons. In the second half of the term we will be finding out how picture frames are constructed. The children will investigate a range of different frames and will then design and make a frame for their own art work.
	Music

As part of our literacy work, we will look into how some mythical stories have been turned into musical theatre productions and we will learn and compare some of the songs. We will also be listening and responding to music composed about animals, looking at animals in the world around us. 
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
