	English

This term in literacy we will look at a range of non-fiction and fiction texts. We will write our own instructions for how to mummify someone. We will then write our own story based on the story of Howard Carter and the discovery of Tutankhamun. There will be a focus on spelling, where the children will learn to spell words with a range of prefixes and suffixes and some more complex unfamiliar words. In handwriting there will be a drive towards writing with consistency in the size and proportion of letters and on using the correct formation of handwriting joins. 
	Maths

In maths this term we will be working with 3 and 4 -digit numbers, including money. The children will extend and apply their knowledge of addition and subtraction both mentally and using recorded methods and will also consolidate their understanding of multiplication and division, including work on the multiplication tables. There will be a focus on fractions and being able to manipulate fractions in different ways, such as recognising equivalents and adding fractions, as well as finding fractions of amounts. They will use their mathematical skills to solve problems involving real life situations.
	Science

This term we will continue with our science-specific ‘Gardening for Health’ sessions, where children are learning about plants, soil and animals. Children will investigate light, learning about light and dark, reflections and mirrors, and the sun and shadows, whilst carrying out some experiments.  The children will develop their ability to carry out fair tests and interpret data.

	Spanish
We will continue with our Spanish lessons this term, using games, songs and a wide range of paired work and group activities to continue to learn vocabulary and phrases set in real contexts.  There will be an emphasis on speaking in Spanish and on developing a good Spanish accent.  We will investigate aspects of Spanish culture and Spanish ways of life and will continue to learn about Spain as a country.
	

	Geography/History

The historical and geographical aspects of the curriculum will both be taught through our class project, ‘’Exhilarating Egyptian Adventures.’  The children will be developing their research skills as well as increasing their geographical understanding as they carry out this work. In history the children will be studying the ancient Egyptians, finding out about the River Nile, the pyramids, mummification, the life of a pharaoh and much more!

	P.E.

In PE the children will continue their learning about invasion games and we will focus on the sport of handball, learning different throwing techniques, as well as how to attack, defend and work as part of a team. Indoors children will complete their gymnastics work, developing sequences on apparatus.

	
	Art

Our work in art will focus on our topic work, beginning with the River Nile and experimenting with hieroglyphics. The children will study Egyptian collars with amulets and will learn about important Egyptian symbols. Next we will design and create their own, before recreating Egyptian Gods and Goddesses. Later the children will create pieces of art based on tomb paintings, canopic jars, the sarcophagus and other areas of Ancient Egyptian art. 

	Computing
During this term the children will continue to use ICT across many aspects of the curriculum. We will use the iPads to take photographs and videos based on a range of activities, keeping a record of their work in science and other subjects. The children will carry out research into aspects of life in ancient Egypt in history and will present aspects of their work using graphics, multimedia and word processing software. We will also use the iPads to create bar charts, linking to our work in numeracy.
	Design and Technology
In design and technology this term the children will be investigating different kinds of food and how to prepare meals with them, including Egyptian foods They will design, make and evaluate healthy snacks which are good for our teeth as well as for keeping our bodies strong and healthy and giving us energy.
	Music
As part of the music curriculum this term, children will begin to learn to play the recorder in class. We will focus on a range of notes played with the right hand and work towards playing in unison and then in rounds.  Our second music project focuses on singing games. The children will explore pulse and rhythm within these and will then create and perform their own singing games. We will also be listening and responding to music composed about animals, looking at animals in the world around us. 

	
	R.E

In RE this term we will focus on Teachings and Authority within Christianity and Hinduism. The children will explore the concept of the authority of the sacred texts of both religions and how these are used within the lives of Christians and Hindus. They will reflect on the beliefs and teachings within these religions and will begin to think about how some of the ideas may have a meaning within their own lives.
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
