	Literacy

The children will study fiction, non-fiction and poetry texts linked to our topic.  They will be encouraged to learn some poetry by heart and use texts to structure their own writing.  They will regularly read and write in small, adult-led groups, focusing on their next steps.  Our guided reading groups will take place on Tuesdays or Fridays this term.  Year 1 children will continue with their phonics, learning about spelling patterns and different ways of spelling the same sounds.  Year 2 children will continue to focus on spelling and grammar.  They will continue to join their letters.  In Twisted Tales, the children will read Traditional Tales and consider how they can be changed to make new stories.  They will also think about different viewpoints within these stories and make up their own tales.
	Science

In Science we will continue to learn about different materials and their uses and purposes, particularly in relation to things that fly. We will be testing different materials and justifying why we have chosen them. We will be finding out about forces and how these are useful in our lives.  We will also be learning about different scientists, e.g. Leonardo de Vinci, and why their work and investigations are important to us.  We will also do lots of practical learning about plants, growing vegetables and flowers in our outdoor areas.  We will learn about seed dispersal and what plants need to grow.   
	Numeracy

This term the children will focus on using their mental calculation strategies to solve a wide range of problems.  Year 1 will focus on practical problems involving addition and subtraction, using maths equipment to solve them.  Year 2 will solve 1 and 2 step problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division and consider the most efficient strategies to use.  They will be encouraged to explain their reasoning using full sentences.  They will be encouraged to write or draw to help them find accurate answers and record their thinking.  The children will also investigate measures, including mass, capacity, length, height and time.  They will learn about position, direction and movement and data handling.

During this term we explore the theme of Belonging and consider the question Where do we belong? The children will learn about belonging in relationship to Christianity and Judaism and explore the experiences of the Israelites. In PSHE the children will explore the concept of difference.

	Music

The children will be experimenting with the use of their voices and percussion instruments to create different effects and atmosphere. We will then use these effects to create a story using fairy tale characters ready to perform in our praise assembly. 

	ICT

The children will continue to develop word processing skills this term, learning how to create, improve, save and print their written work. They will also use graphic programs, such as colour magic, to create pictures and patterns.  The children will research the history of flying and learn about common uses of information technology beyond school e.g. Satnav, vehicles, airports and aeroplanes etc. 
	Art

In art, the children will use the concept of ‘aerial views’ as a starting point for their art work this term. They will work with a variety of natural objects and explore how they look different from above. The children will create rubbings and prints of patterns and textures on the surfaces of natural objects and use these in their art work.

	Forest School and Cooking

	Geography & History

In Geography we will compare the local area and places further afield. We will learn about the geographical features of two contrasting environments – a country abroad and our own town of Totnes. We will explore similarities and differences as well as looking at how Totnes has changed and effects of these changes. We will also be exploring the history of flying, important people in history and comparing life aspects.
