	Literacy

The children will study fiction, non-fiction and poetry texts linked to our topic.  They will be encouraged to learn some poetry by heart and use texts to structure their own writing.  They will regularly read and write in small, adult-led groups, focusing on their next steps.  Our guided reading groups will take place on Tuesdays this term.  Year 1 children will continue with their phonics, learning about spelling patterns and different ways of spelling the same sounds.  Year 2 children will focus on spelling and grammar.  They will be provided with a ‘Have a go’ book to attempt and keep a record of useful spellings.  Year 2 children will begin to join their letters as soon as they are ready.
	Science

In Science we will continue to learn about different materials and their uses and purposes, particularly in relation to things that fly. We will be testing different materials and justifying why we have chosen them. We will be finding out about forces and how these are useful in our lives.  We will also be learning about different scientists, e.g. Leonardo de Vinci, and why their work and investigations are important to us. 
	Numeracy

The children will work on counting forward and back and comparing and ordering the numbers to 20 and then 100, with an emphasis on investigating the tens and units values of the digits and using number lines effectively.  The children will use addition and subtraction facts to 20 and explore the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction They will focus on improving their mental calculation strategies when solving addition and subtraction problems. They will learn about the properties of 2D and 3D shapes and solve money problems. 

	R.E.

The children will think about what is important to them and what is important in religion. They will be introduced to special people, objects, stories, places, music, celebration and seasons, both in their own lives and within the lives of Christians and Jews. We will also learn about harvest and Christmas.
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	Music

The children will explore ways of using their voices expressively; developing their singing skills, performing actions, and creating an expressive story. We will also be developing a steady beat and an understanding of pitch through movement, voices and instruments.

	ICT

The children will begin to develop word processing skills this term, learning how to create, improve, save and print their written work. They will also use graphic programs, such as colour magic, to create pictures and patterns.  The children will research the history of flying and learning about common uses of information technology beyond school e.g. Satnav, vehicles, airports and aeroplanes etc. 
	Art

In art, the children will use the concept of ‘aerial views’ as a starting point for their art work this term. They will work with a variety of natural objects and explore how they look different from above. The children will create rubbings and prints of patterns and textures on the surfaces of natural objects and use these in their art work.
	P.E.

The children will continue to follow the ‘Leap into Life’ scheme, which develops fundamental movement skills.  This term we will focus on gymnastics.  The children will experiment with pushes and pulls while exploring the effects of forces on our bodies. We will use the large apparatus each Wednesday, so please ensure your child has their P.E. kit in school.      

	
	
	Forest School

The children will have weekly Forest School sessions that will take place on Tuesdays.  Please make sure children have their kit so they can enjoy this whatever the weather 

	Geography & History

In Geography we will compare the local area and places further afield. We will learn about the geographical features of two contrasting environments – a country abroad and our own town of Totnes. We will explore similarities and differences as well as looking at how Totnes has changed and effects of these changes. We will also be exploring the history of flying, important people in history and comparing life aspects.
	D.T.

The children will be investigating flying machines and how they work.  We will be attempting to make some flying machines as well as kites. The children will be designing, making, testing and evaluating their models and they may have to make several if their first ones are not quite right.
