	Literacy
Our non-fiction will focus on writing instructions. We will then explore the texts Where the Wild Things Are and the Gruffalo which are linked to our topic work and a range of creative activities. We will be focusing on punctuation, imperative verbs, descriptive and patterned language and high frequency spellings. The children will experience a range of descriptive rhyming and patterned texts and use these a basis for writing their own poetry and rhymes. 
	Science
This term we will be exploring the weather. We will observe seasonal changes and observe and describe the weather associated with the seasons and how day length varies. We shall be making our own rain gauges and measuring rainfall. 
We shall also explore the concept of growing and changing, linking this to our topic work about dinosaurs and animals. 
	Numeracy
 In Number we will begin by exploring place value, Year 1 will concentrate on numbers to 50 and Year 2 numbers to 100. Then we will introduce multiplication and division, including money. Year 1s will be consolidating their counting skills and counting one more and one less and in 2s, 5s and 10s. Year 2 will concentrate on learning and using their knowledge of 2x, 5x and 10x tables to multiply and divide.  Later in the term we will be exploring Fractions, Time and the properties of Shape.

Children will be encouraged to explore examples of symbolic language and to deepen their understanding of some common religious concepts. We will be exploring the themes of Judaism and the Christian festival of Easter, believing and stories.

	ICT

Our ICT learning will be linked to our topic this term as we will use i-pads to research our science, geography and history focusses. The children will continue to develop their skills with the on-line learning tool See Saw.
	Art
We will be focussing on self-portraits and exploring the work of different portrait artists. We will look at the techniques they used and investigate similarities and differences in their approaches. We will develop our own ideas about composition and technique and use these to create our own self-portraits.

In Gymnastics the children will learn how to use their bodies to make different shapes and how to travel in different ways.
